TECHNOLOGY OUTDATES ELBOW GREASE AND WAX PRODUCTS

question that has perplexed

the owners of recreational

vehicles for years is why

does a 5-year-old recreational
vehicle look like a  S-year-old
recreational vehicle. What can be done
to keep it looking more like it did
when it came fresh and shiny off the
showroom floor? If vou go down to
your local auto parts supply store you
will find shelves containing a multimde
of different wax products, the labels of
which all expound their wirtues in
enhancing the appearance of wyour
vehicle. Unfortunately, if your
coach is babied and these wax
products are applied on a
regular basis—even as
frequently as once a
month—it doesn't seem fto
do a great deal to slow down
the degrading effect of the
atmosphere or the sunshine
that is so prevalent
especially here in Southern
California.

Unfortunately, wax
products do not contain
ultraviolet filters to filter out
damaging rays from the sun,
which cause the outer surfaces
of motor coaches to fade or
oxidize. Also because of their inherent
nature, these products are soft products
which when applied to the vehicle leave
a sticky layer which tends to attract the
dirt and dust and road grime.

This condition doesn't tend to
last very long, especially in the sun-belt
states. The ambient temperatures are so
high that the wax has usually evaporated
off the wehicle fairly quickly and
certainly after a couple of washings any
remaining wax is washed off the vehicle
and therefore has no effect what so ever.
In those areas where the wax doesn't
evaporate or wash off, it tends to create
build up, and in the nooks and crannies
around the coach, unsightly areas of
thick wax may build up which need
constant attention.

The bottom line is washing the
coach weekly and waxing it after each
wash has been, until a few years ago, the
only way to maintain that showroom new

look so that the coach has a higher resale
value.

There is, these days however,
an alternative which will keep the coach
looking showroom new with much less
effort and expense. If that new
appearance can  be maintained
throughout the ownership, the level of
enjoyment that the owner experiences
will be much higher and the value of the
coach will be much greater and the RV,
will be much easier to re-sell.
